Throughout each year, thousands of T &\ >
believers, including junior highers, high schoolers, college students, and
adults join each other and the Mexican community for a week of service.
These groups minister daily to the community using a variety of children's
programs, sports outreach, work projects, women's ministry, and
specialized performance teams. Many groups continue to serve into the

evening by hosting evangelistic services with the Mexican Church.

Churches from California, Oregon, Washington, Idaho, Arizona, Ohio,
Pennsylvania, Michigan, Alaska, Minnesota, Hawaii, numerous other states

and Canada join us every year to minister in Mexico.
Who Can Participate?

We welcome junior high, high school, college students, and adults from all
denominations to participate in our program. Bring anyone who you feel
would benefit from this experience. This ministry requires maturity,

genuineness, sacrifice, and a servant's heart.



How Does It Work?

A majority of the trip happens before you even leave and we want to
facilitate your preparation. After your team registers with us, we will send
you a manual to help with planning. This manual will contain topics to
cover, documents to collect, how to manage your group, and other topics
that will allow you the freedom to lead your group effectively for your week
of ministry in service. Mexico Outreach will provide links to curriculum
databases, transportation, travel information and immigration issues (and
more!) that can aid you as you plan your team. We want to partner with you
to ensure that your responsibilities (immigration documents, transportation,
housing and training) are not overwhelming and that your group has a great

time of growth, ministry, and service in Mexico.

The ministry to the communities is different than in most other settings.
Many groups choose to host children’s ministry while other groups choose
construction ministry or orphanage ministries. We understand that groups
come to Mexico with different strengths and we want to give groups the
opportunity to explore their unique gifts and find a ministry that best suites

them.
What Are the Conditions?

You and your team will spend a week in a rugged camp environment. Housing
consists of a "tent city" in the camp, which is built by participants. There are
outhouses scattered throughout the camp for your use. We provide all meals.
Breakfast and dinner are served in camp. Lunch is provided and taken by you
to your ministry site. You must provide your own water. Public showers are
located in town. In the middle of summer, it is usually very warm and sunny,
although ministry sites that are closer to the Pacific Ocean can be cool under a

blanket of fog.

During the first week of August, the Rancho El Refugio in Ensenada hosts
our Summer II trip. Each morning after breakfast, chapel is held. Then
teams go into Ensenada to serve the community through their choice of
ministry options. Whether it’s a ministry to an orphanage or a construction
site somewhere, team grow and learn through service. After they come back
to the Ranch and get dinner, teams go to evening chapel where they are

challenged to apply what they learned in the day.
