Acts 4:18-20 (NIV) '8 Then they (the Jewish leadership council) called them in
again and commanded them not to speak or teach at all in the name of Jesus. '? But
Peter and John replied, “Judge for yourselves whether it is right in God’s sight to obey

you rather than God. 20 For we cannot help speaking about what we have seen and
heard.”

Why do people need to know about my my faith in Jesus?

Luke 5:31-32 (NLT) 3/ Jesus answered them, “Healthy people don’t need a
doctor—sick people do. 32| have come to call not those who think they are righteous,
but those who know they are sinners and need to repent.”

Luke 19:10 (NIV) 0 For the Son of Man came to seek and to save what was lost.”
John 10:10 (NLT) 0 The thief’s purpose is to steal and kill and destroy. My purpose
is to give them a rich and satisfying life.

i) Actions speak louder than words

James 2:18-20 (NLT) /8 Now someone may argue, “Some people have faith;
others have good deeds.” But | say, “How can you show me your faith if you don’t
have good deeds? | will show you my faith by my good deeds.” '? You say you have
faith, for you believe that there is one God. Good for you! Even the demons believe
this, and they tremble in terror. 20 How foolish! Can’t you see that faith without
good deeds is useless?
